e Fish must be caught on Lake Tekapo between 6.30am & 3.30pm and by the person
entered in the competition.

e Fish weigh-in no later than 4.30pm on 13th March 2010.

* Trophies and prizes will be awarded along with spot prizes.

* All entrants must register @ the Tekapo Community Hall prior to fishing. This can be done
either Friday 12" March between 7.30 - 9.30pm or on Saturday morning from 7.30am.

* Fishing hours are 6.30am to 3.30pm Saturday 13" March only. This may vary depending
on the weather when the start and finishing times may be reviewed.

e Fish to be caught on Lake Tekapo and at the mouth of the tributaries only.

e Fish can be caught from the lake edge or from a boat.

e Each person fishing must have a current fishing licence.

e Only one fish per person can be entered.

* All entrants must observe the official bag limits of 4 Trout or 2 Trout / 2 Salmon per person.

e Fish to be weighed on official electronic scales by NZ Fish & Game.

e Final weigh-in Sat 13" March 4.30pm.

e If you have a VHF radio it can be tuned to Channel 6 which is a working channel.

* Each boat should carry a cellphone in case of an emergency.

PLEASE PREVENT THE SPREAD OF DIDYMO

It is crucial that you do your bit to prevent the spread of didymo. CHECK, CLEAN and DRY
your fishing gear, clothing, and any other equipment before moving from one waterway to
another. Thoroughly spray your gear including lines, reels, rods, flies, nets, boots, etc that

has been in contact with water, with a 5% solution of household detergent.
